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material would be placed along the
river-ward edge of the towpath.
The work would be at the mouth
of Pecumsaugan Creek, about
mid-way between La Salle and
Utica.

The other work would be the
construction of a 10- to 12-foot

pilot channel 1-2 feet deep along
23,000 feet of the canal near the
mouth of Crotty Creek and
between North Kickapoo and Rat
Run creeks.  The purpose of the
channel would be to facilitate
drainage from the Village of
Seneca.
